Old Gaol/Convict Hiring Depot 

Over the last 40 years, Albany’s Old Gaol and 
Convict Hiring Depot has been lovingly restored 
by members of the Albany Historical Society.   
 
The Gaol has an amazing presence and offers an 
insight into the harsh living conditions that both 
the gaol’s prisoners and employees alike had to 
endure, with the majority of the buildings being 
built in the 1870s.  
 
As a volunteer attendant / guide at the Old Gaol 
you will receive full training on how to welcome 
visitors. As a guide you will receive instructions 
on how to conduct tours through the complex as 
well as training on the building’s history. 
 
Do you have a theatrical side to you and love 
a hint of drama?   
 
The Society is always looking for people to assist 
with conducting night tours through the gaol.  
Here is your chance to dress up and guide      
visitors by the light of a vintage hurricane lamp, 
show them the ‘black hole’, listen to the tale of 
the hangman and wonder about the sad tales of 
death and despair. 
 
These tours are conducted by appointment only 
and are a dramatic historical way of keeping the 
story of Albany’s past alive.

If you love working in a heritage environment    
surrounded by glorious pieces from the past,     
perhaps you might consider becoming an           
attendant at Albany’s ‘jewel in the crown’ Patrick 
Taylor Cottage. 
 
Built in a ‘wattle and daub’ fashion in 1832,   
Patrick Taylor Cottage is Western Australia’s 
oldest dwelling and is lovingly maintained by 
Society volunteers. The cottage contains     
cherished heirloom pieces from many eras.   
 
By becoming an attendant at the cottage you will 
be able to share some of Albany’s past with      
visitors from all over the world.
